TSM-TWVMO is hosting a Trailer Users’ Requirements Conference that will be held 25 & 26 February 04, Classroom 53,  Bldg 705, Ft Eustis, VA

Several months ago, TSM-TWVM’s mission charter was changed from managing a few major truck systems, to being the user advocate and TRADOC counterpart to Program Manager Tactical Vehicles, which includes: Light Tactical Vehicles, Medium Tactical Vehicles, Heavy Tactical Vehicles, and Trailers.

There are numerous trailers in the Army inventory. Most have been developed over 20 years ago. New equipment, new cargo packaging, and new vehicles have entered the service during this time frame. Unfortunately, it appears that the requirements for trailer, and the current trailer fleet, do not fully match the war fighter’s developing requirements without utilizing oversized or mismatched capability.

It is the TSM-TWVM’s intent to interact with users and gather feedback which will be used to advance trailer technologies that in return will support their missions.

The objectives of this conference are:  identify capabilities gaps, identify interchange trailer requirements, and ascertain current requirements for the Self Load Off Load Trailer (SLOT).  Outcome of conference will result in a decision to request a Joint Capabilities Integration and Development System (JCIDS) analysis that would determine the need to start Family of Trailers Initial Capabilities Document(s) (ICD).  The conference will conclude at 1300, 26 February 2004.

This conference is for action officers knowledgeable about the use of trailers, and associated prime movers within their branch or functional area. Representatives should have an understanding of the capabilities and shortfalls of authorized truck and trailers, to include: mobility requirements, transportability, space, size and weight requirements.

A frank and open discussion among attendees as to trailer needs, ideas, and improvements IS the vehicle for providing the TSM an overall assessment of required trailer capabilities.

Starting point for developing talking points is:

In the past, trailers have been built according to two criteria:

estimated cargo weight and size (could be anything) and the prime mover.

Today, criteria might include not only the weight and size, and the prime mover, but also:

Cargo sensitivity to shock and vibration,

Deployability


Transportability

Mobility


Center of gravity

Labor requirement

MHE requirement

Load/Unloading cargo
Cargo packaging
